With this release, Pisces moves from ongoing development mode into Operations & 
Maintenance.  Future enhancements will still occur but at larger intervals than in the past.  To the 
many users who have given feedback and directly contributed to the development and growth of 
Pisces over the last four years, thank you! 
 
Pisces is a web-enabled software application aimed at helping BPA and its Fish & Wildlife 
program participants track and manage projects throughout the Columbia River Basin. Pisces 
allows contractors and BPA project managers to collaborate on project definition and ongoing 
project management over the internet.
